INSTRUCTIONS:
1) Remove the old valve bonnet assembly by turning the hex portion of the bonnet
counter-clockwise using a cresent wrench with the valve body secured in a vise.
2) Discard the old bonnet seal (located between the bonnet and body) and replace
with the new bonnet seal.
3) Apply a thread locking compound (such as Loctite #271) to the threads of the new
bonnet, and install the new valve assembly into the body using a minimum of 100
foot-pounds of torque.
4) Connect the valve inlet to a pressure source of at least 150 PSI, check for leaks
(as evidenced by bubbles) at all joints and sealing surfaces by submersing the unit in
water (or by applying Marshall Excelsior “Leak Detector” to all joints). If a leak is
observed; re-tighten the valve and re-test.
5) CAUTION - DO NOT use the valve if a joint or sealing surface continues to leak
under pressure.
